Lithuanian President Dalia Grybauskaite met
with Russian Prime Minister Vladimir Putin in
Helsinki on Feb. 10.

Lithuanians for independence for almost a
century.

March 11, 1990 is the most recent date in the many
struggles for self-rule. This most recent period of 20
years gives hope that it will extend longer than the
period between the first World War and the 1939
treaty of non-aggression between Germany and the
Soviet Union which divided Eastern Europe.

Lithuanians and those of Lithuanian heritage also
celebrate the events of February 16, 1918, when
Lithuanian self-rule was achieved again after
hundreds of years of its own great nation, the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania, being swallowed by great
empires during the three partitions of Eastern
Europe by Russia, Prussia and Austria (1772-1795).
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The three green areas to the East are the acquisitions of
Russia, the blues of Prussia, and the yellow and orange of
Austria.
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
