A CELEBRATION OF PAST & 
FUTURE  
As Americans do in the month of July, we celebrate the 
signing of the Declaration of Independence from England, 
so , too, do the Americans of Lithuanian heritage in 
celebrating the Coronation of King Mindaugas on July 6, 
1253.   

The founding of the nation-state of  Lithuania will be 
celebrated by the House of Lithuania on  July 25, 2010.  The 
program will be held on the Lawn of the International 
Cottages of the House of Pacific Relations in Balboa Park, 
as well as in the Hall of Nations nearby. The date given has 
been determined to be  when the crown was bestowed by the 
Pope on the Duke Mindaugas, which anointed him a  king of 
the Holy Roman Empire and King of Lithuania.   

This is a day also honored in Belarus, where Mindaugas 
(Mindouh) made its city of Novogrudok the capital of the 
Grand Duchy of Litva.  The histories of these two modern 
nations, and, later, that of the Ukraine, were intertwined, 
making the Grand Duchy a multi-ethnic, multi-sectarian 
state, leaving a permanent imprint on the borders of Eastern 
Europe.   

To quote former President Adamkus, “politics grounded on 
the values of freedom and democracy are unpragmatic… 
[The] establishment of the State of Lithuania and its 
restoration on February 16 [1918] and March 11 [1990] 
were the most unpragmatic things to do.”  The idealistic call 
for Freedom led to the “Signing Revolution.”   The latest 
development of a Lithuanian nation will carry forward its 
cherished legacy of the love of Freedom and the unity it 
achieved.   Former President Adamkus has said, “It has 
always been like that and it will be like that in the future.”
